Lesotho. Here the sculptured
sandstone cliffs dominate the
landscape for miles on end.
We ride through historical
towns like Golden Gate and
Clarence before we cross into
Lesotho. In the Mountain
Kingdom we ride passes at
altitudes in excess of 3000m to
get to the Katse Dam in the
heart of Lesotho. We contin-
ues through the Eastern Free
State towards the Great Karoo.

We enjoy a brief stay in
Graaff Reinet and visit the
Valley of Desolation before we
head to the “sunshine coast” of
the Eastern Cape. The Great
Karoo is a vast semi arid region
and riding by motorcycle al-
lows you to appreciate the

beauty of this arid and some-
times unforgiving terrain.

Our next stop is Port Eliza-
beth, a popular holiday desti-
nation. From Port Elizabeth
to Cape Town the Garden
Route delights visitors. We
traverse scenic mountain passes
en route to Qudtshoorn and
shortly after we head to Cape
Town along Route 62. How-
ever, no journey will be com-
plete without spending a night
at the southern tip of Africa,
Cape L’Agulhas. This might
also be the best opportunity to
view Southern Right whales
frequenting these waters annu-
ally. Our last few days will be
spent in Cape Town where we
enjoy the treasures of the Pen-
insula and visit the Cape of
Goodhope and Table Mountain
to end our tour on a highlight!
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
